TESTING AND ADEQUATEEARLY PROGRESS

Q: Who participates in testing?

A: Every student enrolled in the grades below on April 208, 2009 must participate in the 2009 DC CAS.

Q:When istesting?

A: DC CAS testing dates have been determined by the District of Columbia Office of the State
Superintendent of Education (OSSE). The DC CAS testing window is Monday Apfiltb@ough Friday
May 1st, 2009.

Q:What is Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)?

A: Under No Child Left Behind, each state has developed and implemented measurements for
determining whether its schools and local educational agencies (LEAS) are makiadequate yearly

progress (AYP). In the District of Columbia, théate education agency responsibilities are performed by
the Office of the State Superintendent of Education (OSSE). The OSSE is a separate agency from DCPS.
DCPS is a local educational agency. Most responsibilities related to defining and calculating Ak
performed by the OSSE.

AYP is an individual state's measure of progress toward the goal of 100 percent of students achieving to
state academic standards in at least reading/language arts and math. It sets the minimum level of
proficiency that the date, its school districts, and schools must achieve each year on annual tests and
related academic indicators.The three indicators for AYP for DCPS are proficiency rates on Reading and
Math, testing participation rate, attendance rate (for elementary athmiddle schools only) and

graduation rate (for high schools only). Science and Composition do not count for AYP for 2009.
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Q: Which students are included in AYP calculations for schools?

A: According to federal guidelines, only students who areenrdlA ET A OAET 11 &£ O OEA

and the first day of testing (usually in April), and remaining enrolled for 85% of schdmjls between those
two dates. For 2009, these dates are October 6, 2008 and April 20, 2009.

Q:What determines if a school is held to elementary or secondary AYP targets?

A: DCPS dtermines whether eachschool is an elementary school or secondary Bool. Elementary
schools include schools with a8, 4h, and/or 5th grades tha do not meet the criteria for £condary
schools; Secondary schools are schools with n@' and/or 4t grades and a grade above thehggrade.
Under this definition, aK-7 school, K-8 school or k12 school would be considered aftlementary school.
See Appendix 1 for categorization of schoaols.
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SECTION ITESTING OVERVIEW

1. Why do we test?

a. Underthe No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, each s&f(including D.C.) has developed
and implemented measurements for determining whether its schools and local
educational agencies (LEAS) are making adequate yearly progress (AYAYP is an
individual state's measure of progress toward the goal of 100 pero¢ of students
achieving to state academic standards in at least reading/language arts and math. It
sets the minimum level of proficiency that the state, its school districts, and schools
must achieve each year on annual tests and related academic indiaatdNo Child Left
Behind requires annual assessments for grades& and one grade in high school,
which in DC is grade 10.

2. What grade levels and subjects are tested?
a. Grades 38 and 10 will be tested inMath and Reading Grades 4, 7 and 10 will also be
tested inComposition. Grades 5, 8, ankigh schoolstudents who take Biologywill
also be tested in scienceill students must take the Biology exam by X grade.
Federal guidelinesstipulate that all students must be tested on grade level.

For studentswith the most severe cognitive disabilities, DC offers the DC GAS
Alternate Assessment. The DCCASI O EO A DBl OO0OA&I 1 ET AOOA
Individualized Education Plan (IEP) team determines whether a student
participates in the Altbased on defined criteria, which are provided by the
Office of the State SuperintendeniThe OSSE also reviews student eligibility.

iii. Policy Regarding Use of the Reatbud Accommodation
The readaloud accommodation refers to the reading aloud of the passages
and/or questions on the Reading test.

On January 1%, 2009 the DC Office of the State Superintendent of Education
(OSSE) entered into aokmal agreement with the United States Epartment of
Education (USDE) to ensure the readloud accommodation for the statewide
reading assessment is applied to the appropriate population in the District of
Columbia. Based on the requirements of the agreement, the OSSE will require
a 50% reduction in the use of the reaealoud accommodation for the 2009
administration of the DCCAS and a 100% reduction of this accommodation by
2010, except for those students who might appropriately receive the
accommodation based on the results a constructvalidity study. Students
receiving the accommodation above the 50% will count asot participating

for the purposes of calculating AYP.

Each school has determined its targets for reduction in 2009 based an
review of eachstudent® IEP and a consideration of each stuehtd individual
needs DCPSubmittedthese schootargets to the OSSE. A schabhat
successfully meetsts 2009 reduction target will not be penalized on AYP. If a
school fails to meet its reduction target, the OSSE will determine which
students count as not participating for the purposes of calculating AYP.

The OSSE strongly discourages schools and LEAs from administering the
DCCAS alternate assessment in lieu of the read aloud@oenodation, except
in those situations where the IEP team has determined the alternate
assessment to be educationally appropriatbased on the specific criteria
provided by OSSE
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iv. Federal regulations state that p to 1% of students in tested grades may be
alternately assessed and receive a score of proficient.

2. Testing English Language Learners
a. English Language Learner accommodatiors OA AAOAOI ET AA AU OEA
performance on the WAPT placement test or the ACCESS te8ppendix 3 contains
the complete list of accommodations.The Office of Bilingual Education provides
schools with necessary information regarding which accommodations each ELL
student receives.

3. Testing stu dents with 504 plans
a. The LEA will make every attempt to ensure that all students under its jurisdiction
who have been found eligible under the provisions of Section 504 will have their
specified accommodations made available to them during the statewidest
administration.

4. Other special student populations
a. STAY Schools
i. Following the policy for ungraded students, STAY students whose aged
credit accumulation places them in the tenth grade (e.qg., students who are
under 18 with 6 credits, including 1 English and Algebra)imust participate in
the test. Following the high school biology test administration policy, any STAY
student enrolled in S21 at any time during the 208-2009 school year must
take the DC CABSBiology.

b. Non-Public Students
i. DCPS students placed in special education ngublic schools are required to
participate in annual testingby participating in either the DC CAS or the DC
CASAIt.

c. Home School
i. Students who are home schoeld have a right to take the tests at their
neighborhood public school. Their scores are not attributed to the school tw
DCPS as ahEA.

d. Visiting Instruction

I. Students who receive visiting instruction who are physically and/or mentally
able to participate in the DC CAS ay arrange to participate in the assessment
at the home schoal or alternate arrangement nay be made to administer the
test. Students receiving visiting instruction who are physically and/or
mentally too ill or unstable to participate in testing during the testing window
may apply for an exemption under the Medically Fragile/Medical Emergency
policy outlined in the next section.
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5. Exempted Students
a. ELL studentswho have been in the U.S. for less than 12 months are exempt from
participating in the reading test.These determinations are made by the Office of
Bilingual Education.

b. Medical emergencymedically fragile exemptions from testing may be granted on a
caseby-case basis. Our definition of medical emergency/medically fragile students is
designed to exempt those students twose extraordinary medical situations and/or
emergencies define them as too ill to be tested. This is not the categorical exclusion of
the group of home or hospitalbound students as it applies solely for those students
for whom a physician confirms is t@ ill at the time of testing to participate in the test.

Exemptions are valid only
for the year in which they are requested; exemptiostatus must be confirmed on the
first day of testing.

Under the No Child Left BehindAct of 2001, each state has developed anichplemented
measurements for determining whether its schools and local educational agencies (LEAS)
are making adequate yearly progress (AYP). In the District of Columbia, the state education
agency responsibilities are performed by the Office of the S&Superintendent of Education
(OSSE). The OSSE is a separate agency from DCPS. DCPS is a local educational agency. Most
responsibilities related to defining and calculating AYP are performed by the OSSE.

AYP is an individual state's measure of pragss toward the goal of 100 percent of students
achieving to state academic standards in at leaReading/LanguageArts and Math by 2014.

It sets the minimum level of proficiency that the state, its school districts, and schools must
achieve each year onmanual tests and related academic indicators. The three indicators for
AYP for DCPS angroficiency rates on Reading and Mathtesting participation rate
attendance rate (for elementary and middle schools only) andyraduation rate (for high
schools only).Science and Composition do not count for AYP for 200

2. Defining Elementary and Secondary Schools
For the purposes ofsetting academic targets foAYP, all schools are classified as either
elementary or secondary schools. Elementary and secondary schobsve separate
proficiency targets. See Appendix 4 for the target&lementary schools include schools with
a 3d, 4h, and/or 5t grades tha do not meet the criteria for secondary schools;econdary
schools are schools with no @ and/or 4th grades anda grade above the 8 grade. Under this
definition, a K-7 school,K-8 school or k12 school would be considered alementary
school. See Appendix 1 for categorization of schools.

7. Determining AYP for Schools

8. Determining School Improveme nt Status from AYP.
a. There are five levels of School Improvement Status. They are: In Need of
Improvement Year 1; In Need of Improvement Year 2; Corrective Action;
Restructuring Year 1; anl Restructuring Year 2.

b. The categories in which a school must make AYP include Reading, Math, and
Attendance/Graduation. The first year a school fails to make AYP in any category it
does not enter any school improvement status. The second year in whiclsehool
fails to make AYRn the same category it enters In Need of Improvement Year 1.
Within a category, the failure does not have to be for the same reason.

For example the determination can bebased uponthe percent tested target in
Reading one yeaand the percent proficient target in Reading the following yearlf
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failures are in a different subgroup within the category each year, the school will
advance to the next improvement levelPlease see Appendi% for the full list of DCPS
schools by impiovement status.

c. If the failures to make AYP are not in consecutive years, the school still advances to
the next improvement level. In other wordsjf a school is in School Improvement II
status and they make AYP, that school stays in School Improvemenstatus and does
not advance to Corrective Action status. However, if the school misses AYP in the
following year, it will advance to Corrective Action status. Achool must make AYP
for two consecutive years to get out ofchool improvementstatus.

d. If a school has fewer thar25 Full Academic Year students in a givenegr, it remains
in its improvement level status.

e. If a schoolis in the first year after having been consolidated, the school will not
advance in improvement status for that year.

f. If aschool is determined to be a new school, it will revert to the beginning of the
school improvement statustrajectory.

New Policy for Repeating ¥0Grade Students

From OSSE Guidance Memo No. 602 Testing Policies for 16 Grade Students:

First time 10th grade students shall take the DC Comprehensive Assessment System
(DCCAS) or the District of Columbia Comprehensive Assessment Sysi&ernate
Assessment Portfolio (DCCAAIt) in reading and mathematics.

According to the DCMR, a student is a 10th grade student until he or she has accumulated
enough credits to be an 1th grade student. Any student who earns twelve high school
credits (which must include tenth grade English) shall be eligible to be classified as an
eleventh grade student [Cite: 5 DCMR, Chapter 2201.8].

A student who was never classified as a 10th gradand whose credit accumulation leads

to classification as an 11th or 12th grade student shall be required to take the 10th grade
DCCAS or DCCAMELt. Students who have been retained in 10th grade (i.e., not accumulated
enough credits to be considered an 1htgrade student) shall retake the DCCAS in both
reading and mathematics. Any student new to the District of Columbia that has been
retained in the 10th grade will be subject to this testing policy.

This policy applies equally to students whether they arenrolled in public charter schools
or DC public schools (DCPS).

SCHOOL ACCOUNTABILITY

The participation and results of firsttime 10th graders will be used to determine whether a
school, district, or state made adequate yearly progress (AYP). The paration and
