BEFORE YOU APPLY

You must get the following, before you apply for a Basic Business License:

v Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN) or Social Security Number (SSN).
To get a FEIN, call (800) 829-3676 and ask for Federal Form SS-4. After you return the form, call (866) 816-2065 to get your FEIN over the phone.

v Certificate of Occupancy (C of O)
If your business is located in commercial space, you must get a Certificate C of O. Businesses located in office buildings may operate under the umbrella of the C of O
issued to the owner of the office building — but only if the C of O was issued for the entire building.

v" Registration with the Office of Tax and Revenue (OTR)
Registration is required for all businesses operating in the District of Columbia. If you aren't already registered, You must register your business by filing a Combined
Business Tax Registration Application (Form FR500). You can file online at otr.cfo.dc.gov (click on Business Tax Service Center) or in person at OTR'’s Customer Service
Center, 1101 4th St, SW. Call (202) 727-4829 to learn more. Attach a copy of your tax registration certificate to your application.

v Ifyou are a Corporation, Partnership or Limited Liability Company (LLC) you must register and be in good standing in the District of Columbia before you conduct
business. For instructions on registering, go to DCRA'’s website at http:/dcra.dc.gov/ and click on “Corporate Registration,” or pick up registration forms at the DCRA
Business License Center, 1100 4th St SW, 2nd Floor.

v’ Clean Hands Self-Certification Form
You must certify that you don’t owe more than $100 to the DC government in fees, penalties, interest, or taxes, pursuant to the Litter Control Act of 1995; lllegal Dumping
Enforcement Act of 1994; the Civil Infractions Act of 1985; and other statutes. Complete the Clean Hands form in your BBL application package.

v" Resident Agent Appointment Form
If you're a non-District resident and you have no fixed business address in the District, you must appoint a Resident Agent. See Resident Agent Appointment Form in the
application package.

v Trade Name Registration Form if you are using or plan to use a trade name for your business. The DC Omnibus Law 20-212 allows business establishments to use
fictitious names to conduct business, but requires that the trade name(s) are registered with DCRA. See the Instructions for Section A, to learn more.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Basic Business Licenses are renewable every two years. DCRA will send a renewal notice and bill to the billing name and address that you write in Section D of the Basic
Business License Application, 30-45 days before the expiration date of your license. Please notify DCRA, at 1100 4th Street SW, 2nd Floor, Washington, DC 20024, in
writing, if your address changes. It is important that all information for your business remains current during your registration period to ensure that you receive your renewal
notices in time.

You will be charged a fine of $250 (1st to 30th day after expiration) or $500 (31st to 180th day after expiration), if you renew your license late, but within six (6) months of
its expiration date. After that, if you are found conducting business without a valid registration, you will liable for all fees and fines for non-compliance.

Even if you don't get your renewal application in the mail, you are responsible, by law, for renewing your license on time.

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
Directions for most sections are written directly on the application.
Further directions are given here, to make basic directions clearer or to add more for special situations.
Type or print clearly. Complete, sign, and date your application: DCRA will return incomplete applications.

SECTION A: Business / Applicant Information

All applicants must complete this Section.

Line 1: If the business is a corporation, partnership, or limited liability company (LLC), make sure to use the legal name of the entity as it is registered with DCRA. Do not
abbreviate any words, including the word “incorporated.”

Line 1a: Print your Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN). If you are a sole proprietor/self-employed business, use your Social Security Number (SSN).

Line 1b: If you will conduct business under a Trade Name, give the Trade Name. (Please also read the insert “Trade Name Registration.”) The official entity name of a
corporation, partnership or LLC is not considered a Trade Name. The entity name is not required to be registered as a Trade Name.

Lines 2-2d: Give the address, phone number, fax number and email of the Business Owner on Line 2. If the Business Owner is a corporation, partnership or LLC, give the
address and phone number of the company’s main headquarters. If the Business Owner is a sole proprietor/self-employed individual, give the home address and phone
number. Do not use abbreviations.

SECTION A-1: Officers, Partners, & Members
This Section must be completed by all businesses that checked any box under Section A — except Sole Proprietorship. You must list address and telephone information of the
members. If there are no officers, you must list the partners (in a Partnership) or the members (in an Unincorporated Association).

SECTION B: Information About Premise Address (Vendors: skip this Section)

Lines 6-6g. All applicants with business establishments located in the District of Columbia. Premise address means the District business address where services, goods or
products are primarily prepared, performed, and/or offered to the public. You must get a Basic Business License for each premise address. If you do not have a premise
address in the District, check the appropriate box and go to Section C.

SECTION C: Billing Address

Lines 7-7c: Give the address to which DCRA will mail your notice to renew your Basic Business License. If your hilling address changes during the license period, you or your
agent must notify DCRA, in writing, at least 60 days before the license expires.

DCRA will send a renewal notice and bill to the billing name and address that you write here or in Section D, 30-45 days before the expiration date of your license. Please notify
DCRA, at 1100 4th Street SW 2nd Floor, Washington, DC 20024, in writing, if your address changes. It is important that all information for your business remains current
during your registration period to ensure that you receive your renewal notices in time.




SECTION D: Resident / Registered Agent

Lines 8-8d: If you are a non-District resident, and you do not have a business premise address in the District, you must provide the name, address, and telephone number of a
Resident Agent that is located in the District. A resident agent can be a business associate or family member, as long as the individual or organization is located in the District
and agrees to serve as your resident agent. You may not use a Post Office Box as the agent’s address.

All corporations, partnerships and limited liability companies must provide the name, address, and telephone number of a Resident Agent or the same information of their
Registered Agent, as registered with DCRA.

SECTION E: License Endorsements: Business Activities (Vendors: skip this section)
Identify the primary business activity for this application. So that your registration is properly processed, please read How to Use The Business Activity Chart.

SECTION F: Business Equipment, Machinery & Facilities (Vendors: skip this section)

Some businesses require the use of equipment, machinery, and/or facilities that need to be listed as separate endorsements on the Basic Business License. This could include
tow trucks, solid waste vehicles, and storage lots. Some businesses must pay fees based on the number of units (for example, vending machines, restaurant seats, hotel rooms,
fuel storage tanks or gasoline pumps/hoses, billiard tables or bowling alleys). It is important that you carefully identify any equipment, machinery, or facilities that you use in your
business. You could get a fine if you don't adequately identify these items on your application.

Resident-owned,
LSDBE certification is optional; you do not need it to get a site.

SECTION H: Employee/Applicant Information

Employee/Applicants must provide the following information:

Line 9f: Driver's License Number. Each Parking Lot Attendant Applicant must provide his/her Operator's License Number, its state of issuance, and expiration date. Applicant
will be required to show his/her driver's license at time of application.

Line 9g: Owner or Manager of employee/applicant must sign, print his/her name, title and date signed.
