AUGUST  
OCTOBER

Students will learn how to ask quality quesƟ ons 
and fi nd answers to support ideas with key details 
while studying monuments, historical and cultural 

landmarks, and neighborhoods in Washington, D.C. 

Students will learn the basic concepts of 
mulƟ plicaƟ on and division. They will use props to 
gain a deep understanding of the concepts and to 

help solve word problems.

OCTOBER  
DECEMBER

Students will learn how to compare and contrast 
mulƟ ple texts on the same subject while studying 
democracy, learning about the three branches of 
U.S. government and debaƟ ng various laws with 

supporƟ ng evidence.

Students will learn how to use grid paper and 
small square Ɵ les to model and determine area by 

counƟ ng the units within a shape. 

DECEMBER  
FEBRUARY

Students will learn about idioms, to analyze an 
author’s word choice in poems, and write a story 

that includes well-developed characters while 
studying how an individual’s moƟ vaƟ ons, feelings, 

and acƟ ons can alter the course of events.

Students will learn about  the numerator and 
denominator of fracƟ ons. They will use number 
lines to represent fracƟ ons, learn how to create 

and fi nd equivalent fracƟ ons, and compare 
diff erent fracƟ ons.

FEBRUARY  
APRIL

Students will learn to recognize the diff erence 
between author and reader’s point of view, analyze 

texts to determine how ideas are connected, and 
employ key details to write an opinion piece while 

studying magneƟ sm and electricity. 

Students will learn to tell Ɵ me to the minute, 
measure Ɵ me intervals, and solve word problems 
about Ɵ me. They will  solve word problems about 

the measurement of length. 

Students will examine how weather can aff ect the 
quality of human life.

APRIL  
JUNE

Students will learn strategies for determining the 
meaning of unknown words and write a short 

research paper while studying various habitats such 
as jungles, rainforests, and the ocean fl oor.

Students will learn to create and use picture and 
bar graphs to solve word problems, divide shapes 
into equal parts, and categorize shapes based on 

traits like sides and angles.

Children will study and explain why only species 
that are able to adapt can survive when an 

ecosystem changes.

Students will analyze 
the behavior of objects

Students will learn about the diff erent D.C. 
neighborhoods, including their historical 

landmarks, monuments, resources, and physical 
features, as well as how D.C. funcƟ ons as both a 

state and local government.

Students will learn about the organizaƟ on and 
duƟ es of D.C. government and discuss how 

ciƟ zens can play an acƟ ve role. 

Students will learn 
about local economic 

structures, the 
importance of taxes, the 
role of money in society, 

and how resources 
produce goods and 

services.

Write a leƩ er to someone from

and historical sites they could 
experience on their visit. 

PracƟ ce mulƟ plicaƟ on with 
small household items. To solve 

3 x 5, fi ll 3 cups with 5 small 
objects then count the items 

in the cups to discover that the 
answer is 15. Try with other 

numbers!

Visit the NaƟ onal Zoo! Record 
observaƟ ons (like color, shape, 

and size) for fi ve of your favorite 
animals. Keep your observaƟ ons 

as objecƟ ve as possible. For 
example, “The lion is tan and 

strong.”

Keep a journal recording how 
much Ɵ me you spend reading 

each day! List your favorite 
characters from each story and 

idenƟ fy a place in the story 
where the character shows a 

quality that you admire. 

Create a D.C. scavenger hunt 
of museums, monuments, and 

places signifi cant to your family. 
Then make a plan to visit all of 
your desƟ naƟ ons. Be sure to 
research each locaƟ on before 

your visit!

Use the small Ɵ les on the 
ground in the metro to calculate 
the area of diff erent shapes.  Try 
to fi nd the area of the rectangle 
between the escalator and the 

edge!

What would it be like to be 
President for a day? What 
challenges might you face 

and what decisions might you 
make? Write a short story about 
a day in the life of the President.

Discuss the role students play 
in schools and its governing 

structures. What role do 
teachers play? How about 

families?

Speed up your typing skills with 
the fun games and acƟ viƟ es at 
bit.ly/TyingFun.

Visit your local library to check-
out three new books! Visit bit.

Observe and 
predict paƩ erns in the moƟ on 
of objects, like the moƟ on of 

a swing, rolling a ball back and 
forth, or going up and down on 

a see-saw.

Write a poem or song lyrics 
that tell about a Ɵ me you 

made a bad choice and what 
you learned. Share your new 

creaƟ on (and lesson) with 
friends or family.
