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Concept Design for Pedestrian Alley

The goal of the Q St Green Alley project is to build a pedestrian-friendly alley using stormwater management
techniques such as permeable paving and stormwater planters. The project was awarded Transportation
Enhancement Funds following an application by the local community group, Friends of Hardy Recreation Center.
One half of the alley will be converted to pedestrian-only use to improve the connection between the surrounding
neighborhood and the recreation center. The other half will remain open to vehicle traffic. Stormwater flows that
enter the alley from surrounding roads and alleys will be captured in permeable pavement and stormwater
planters to reduce volume flowing into sewers and streams.
